District resident students who are currently attending the school

4. Children of full-time employees at the school
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Students residing in the Far Northeast enrollment zone (9t grade applicants for
East, George Washington and Northfield high schools only)

All other District resident students
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7. Non-District resident students who are currently attending the school or have a
currently-attending sibling

8. All other non-District resident students
