4. Students who reside in the Greater Park Hill/Stapleton Middle School enroliment
zone, Columbine elementary school boundary and former Barrett elementary school
boundary

5. All other District resident students

6. Non-District resident students who are currently attending the school or have a
currently-attending sibling

7. All other non-District resident students

together in the same school year. A separate SchoolChoice form must be submitted
for each sibling to be considered.
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
