All applicants for grade ECE are prioritized in the following way: 

Note: No particular type of applicant is guaranteed admission. 
 

1. Students who reside in the enrollment zone with a sibling admitted at the school 
2. Students who reside in the enrollment zone and are currently attending the school’s 

ECE program  
3. Children of full-time employees of the school 
4. Students who reside in the school’s proximity zone 
5. Students who reside in the enrollment zone where there is a high concentration of 

students eligible for free and reduced price lunch 
6. Students who reside in the enrollment zone 
7. District resident students with a sibling admitted at the school 
8. District resident students who are currently attending the school’s ECE program 
9. District resident students who reside in a geographic area with a high concentration 

of students eligible for free and reduced price lunch 
10. All other District resident students 
11. Non-District resident students who are currently attending the school’s ECE program 

or have a sibling admitted at the school 
12. All other non-District resident students 

 

 
All applicants for grade K are prioritized in the following way: 
Note: No particular type of applicant is guaranteed admission. 

1. Children of full-time employees of the school 
2. Students who reside in the enrollment zone with a sibling admitted at the school 
3. Students who reside in the enrollment zone and are currently attending the school’s 

ECE-4 program 
4. Students who reside in the school’s proximity zone 
5. Students who reside in the enrollment zone 
6. District resident students with a sibling admitted at the school 
7. District resident students who are currently attending the school’s 4-year-old ECE 

program 
8. All other District resident students 
9. Non-District resident students who are currently attending the school’s 4-year-old 

ECE program or have a sibling admitted at the school

All applicants for grades 1-5 are prioritized in the following way: 

Note: No particular type of applicant is guaranteed admission. 

1. Children of full-time employees of the school 
2. Students who reside in the enrollment zone with a sibling admitted at the school 
3. Students who reside in the school’s proximity zone 
4. Students currently impacted by school closure decisions and who reside in the 

enrollment zone 
5. Students who reside in the enrollment zone 
6. District resident students with a sibling admitted at the school 
7. District resident students who are currently attending the school 
8. District resident students currently impacted by school closure decisions 
9. All other District resident students 
10. Non-District resident students who are currently attending the school or have a 

sibling admitted at the school 
11. All other non-District resident students
