2. Students who reside in the enrollment zone with a sibling admitted at the school

decisions

. Students who reside in the enrollment zone

. District resident students with a sibling admitted at the school

. District resident students currently impacted by school closure decisions

. All other District resident students

. Non-District resident students who are currently attending the school or have a
sibling admitted at the school

9. Non-District resident students currently impacted by school closure decisions

10. All other non-District resident students
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Note: If your student is currently attending Dr. Martin Luther King Jr. Early College MS, they will
automatically be enrolled in Dr. Martin Luther King Jr. Early College HS for the next school year
unless the student participates in the SchoolChoice process and is subsequently accepted to another
school.

Denver Public Schools makes every attempt to accommodate siblings who apply
together in the same school year. A separate SchoolChoice application must be
submitted for each sibling to be considered.
